SENIOR WALK – Saturday August 16th – 10:00AM for senior football players/cheerleaders. During the week prior cleanup work and painting will be done. Brett is visiting Loews to see if we can get mulch/plants donated for the stadium entrance. Patty Daiker & Linda Taylor will take care of getting the clean up work done. SENIOR NIGHT – Nothing to report at this time

TWO-A-DAYS - Tina Turmuhlen has been working on donations for two-a-days. Donations so far are: Shaw Farms/cantaloupes, Walmart/$50 gift card, Kroger’s-Old Milford/$25.00 gift card, Kroger’s-Mulberry/still waiting, Kroger’s-Wards Corner/not donating, Meijers/still waiting. Tina will put out a note to the players telling them what they need to bring to 2-a-days, change of clothes, underwear, shower shoes, soap/deodorant, lock, water bottle/cup with name on it & pack their own lunch. Coach Fagin said the break for the players will be around 10:30 am. They will come in shower & eat lunch. The TDC will provide Gatorade, fruit, & granola bars for the players.  Two-a-days will end around 2:40 each day, but could change from day to day. 

PICNIC – Darlene Bugajski is on vacation this week. Football Families Picnic is on Saturday August 2nd from 5-9 @ Miami Meadows Shelter. We need to have corn hole sets donated. We came up with about 10 sets from the people in attendance at the meeting. Linda Taylor will donate 2 grills to use. Coach Fagin will supply Linda with an updated roster the day before the picnic. Each class rep will have a table set up to accept the required donated items from each player– 2 cans of powder Gatorade, 2 boxes of granola bars, 1 white pillowcase, spirit pack money and TDC dues if owed. Yard signs, and spirit wear will be available to order. Each football family attending needs to provide the following:

Freshman/Sophomores – covered dish/salad to share

Juniors/Seniors – 1-pkg hotdog buns and a dessert to share

EVERYONE needs to bring 1 pkg hotdogs, Bratt’s, or Mett’s.

If you cannot work the game you are slotted for you must find someone to work for you and communicate that to your grade rep. She will notify Maureen to change the master schedule. 

CLASS REPS – We are in need of 7th grade class reps. Yard signs and decals were discussed. Yard signs will be available to purchase for $25 at the picnic. The decals and yard signs feature a new design this year, a black helmet with wings like the actual helmets worn by the HS players. The font used for the last name will be changed to the same font used on the Milford Eagles. Queen City Reprographics is producing both. Junior High players will now this year receive a car decal with no name or number with their TDC dues.

WEB SITE – Wendy May received a to-do list from Brett on updates for the web site. Times will be added to the calendar for practice/events. There was a discussion on the calendar & schedule tabs on the left. Schedule will be changed to Game Schedule and no games will be listed on the calendar. The Game schedule is pulled from highschoolsports.net and is always updated and correct. 

TREASURER’S REPORT - $10,504 was raised from the Lift-A-Thon. 42 players were above the $150 level. Gold Card sales & dues are the 2 remaining fundraisers. All receipts need to be turned in so the checking account can be updated. Katrina reported that there would be a change in our checking account. Because we need to use the Athletic Boosters tax id number, our account will now be included under the athletic umbrella. Nothing will change and all money raised will remain ours but the checks will now be written from the athletic boosters’ account.

FUNDRAISING – 

Gold Card sales start on Saturday August 4th.  Each HS player will be given 15-20 gold cards. That afternoon after practice all the players will blitz the Milford area selling gold cards. Gold cards have the varsity schedule on the front and discounts for Milford area businesses on the back. The cards sell for $10 and the TDC has a nearly an 80% profit on each card. Players wanting to make additional money to pay for spirit packs/dues will be given the opportunity to sell additional cards. Coach Fagin will come up with an incentive plan for additional card sales above the original amount given out to each player.

Kroger’s Gift Card program is now set up. Darlene will be purchasing 200 cards and loading with $1. Each time you shop at Kroger’s you load your gift card to pay for your groceries. TDC will receive 4% back on purchases.

Game Films was brought up asking if that was a fundraiser. Game films can be purchases by individuals but no kick back is given. Crystalux films all games for the coach’s review for $2000 with ½ of that paid for by the athletic office.
